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Concentration in Human Biology

Students wishing to pursue the B.A. in Anthropology must earn a letter grade of “C” or better in all classes (not “C-“). All Anthropology majors must complete a minor. Additionally, the Human Biology concentration requires the completion of an approved minor: Biology, Psychology, Population Health, or a distributed minor across these departments. Students that are working toward departmental honors will need to take six additional credits (ANTH 497 & 498).
